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The Brisac Gonzalez scheme comprises: 

�x A new external core to the north that leaves a ll floor plates completely uninterrupted by solid 
partitions. 

�x A series of generous ramps that that are placed between facing rows of tree-like timber columns.  
�x The removal of all floor boards on the upper two fl oors that will expose the soaring volume of the 

building’s upper roof. 
 

The proposal is of a ‘light touch’. Evolving under the premise that all proposed changes are reparable, 
the harbour facing facade is sacrosanct and the inside and outside of the building are of equal 
importance.   
 
It is envisioned that over 80% of the 8000m2 brick and wood building will be for front of house 
purposes. The proposal has gained the backing of the building’s owner Slots- og 
Ejendomsstyrelsen (Palace and Properties Agency)
